Environmentally Responsible

As aresident of Torontos largest entertainment venue, Exhibition Place, the Liberty Grand Entertainment Complex s involved in a
number of practices and programs which promote environmental sustainability.

Exhibition Place is Ontario’s leading Waste Diversion Management and Environmental Showcase Facility and is a leader in Green
Technology initiatives. Exhibition Place consists of 192 acres of urban parkland and is visited by over 5.2 million people annually. Its
lakefront location is home to several historical buildings owned by the City of Toronto, including the Liberty Grand.

The environmental practices Exhibition Place has implemented are supported by all residents of the grounds, and in particular the
Liberty Grand. These practices consist of generating renewable resource energy and diverting waste through reducing, reusing,
recycling and composting, Exhibition Place has developed its recycling program, which the Liberty Grand actively participates in, to
be one of the most effective programs possible. In 2008, an estimated 2,778 thirty-two gallon food totes were pick up from the
Liberty Grand for a total weight 0f 333,360 kg. The contents of these food totes were then composted rather than being pick up with
regular waste collection.

Exhibition Place makes use of photovoltaic, wind, and hydrogen power generation plants dedicated to the reduction of our carbon
footprint, reducing reliance on harmful carbon producing power. It has been estimated that we are ahead of the City of Toronto’s
objective of reaching a 70% diversion by 2010. This will allow us to improve even further and experiment with alternative diversion
ideas and initiatives to improve upon already impressive estimates. It is our objective to reach 80% by 2010, a full 10% higher than
the City of Toronto’s objective.

In addition to those efforts, here at the Liberty Grand we have installed over 200 permanent LED fixtures in the Artifacts, Renais-
sance and Centennial rooms. Together, they have replaced 60,000 watts of conventional fixtures. The total consumption of the new
fixtures is less than 3% of the original fixtures. Typically, they will consume about 1% of the original amount. In addition this will
reduce consumtion by up to 15% in the summer, as the LED fixtures will generate less heat and as a result will lower cooling needs.

The Liberty Grand Entertainment Complex is commited to reducing the effects of our operation on the environment. Not only to
we adhere to the practices and policies of Exhibition Place, but we are very proactive in our efforts to improve upon our postition as
an environmentally responsible event facility.
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
